In 1985 A absolvit cursu-
rile Universitatii de Medicind si Farmacie Gr. T.
Popa lasi, iar in 1991 a devenit medic specialist
endocrinologie, devenind asistent universitar la
universitatea “mama”. in ultimii 26 de ani a des-
fasurat o munca continud spre teluri din ce in ce
mai inalte, schimband incet imaginea endocrinolo-
giei romanesti si aducand Romania pe harta lumii
in acest domeniu.

Si-a desavarsit dezvoltarea profesionald prin doua
stagii in Franta (Grenoble - 1994, cu domnul Pro-
fesor Ivan Bachelot ca indrumator) si Tours 2001-
2003, ca asistent sef de clinica, in compania dom-
nului Profesor Pierre Lecomte), unul in Freiburg,
Germania si alte doud in Marea Britanie (Edingurg
si Londra). Toate acestea au ajutat-o sd devind una
din vocile exceptionale ale endocrinologiei din
Romania. A fost pe rand secretar, vice-presedinte
si presedinte ales al Societatii Nationale de En-
docrinologie, precum si presedinte al Asociatiei
Romaéne de Tiroidologie. De asemeneca, a fost
membru in societatile internationale de prestigiu in
domeni: Societatea de Endocrinologie, Societatea
Europeana de Endocrinologie, Societatea Europe-
and de Endocrinologie Pediatrica, Societatea Inter-
nationala de Endocrinologie.

22nd of September 2017 will re-
main a day of mourning for the
Romanian Endocrinology. It was
the day when Professor Carmen
Vulpoi lost a long and hard fought
battle with an unmerciful disease.
She will always be remembered as
one of the iconic personalities in
our specialty.

Born and educated in lasi, she was
a disciple of Professor Eusebie
Zbranca and a mentor for many
generations of young and not so young physicians.
She graduated University of Medicine and Phar-
macy Gr. T. Popa Iasi in 1985, and finished her
internship in endocrinology in 1991, becoming an
assistant lecturer at her Alma Mater. For the last 26
years she has been continuously working towards
higher and higher goals, slowly changing the im-
age of Romanian Endocrinology and placing our
country on the world map in this domain.

She completed her professional development with
2 stages in France (Grenoble, 1994, Professor
Ivan Bachelot and as ‘chef de clinique assistant’
in Tours, 2001-2003, Prof. Pierre Lecomte), one
in Germany (Freiburg, Munchen) and two in the
United Kingdom (Edinburgh & London). All these
helped her become one of the most outstanding
voice of endocrinology in our country. She was
secretary, then vice-president and elect-president
of the Romanian Society for Endocrinology, and
president of the Romanian Thyroid Association.
She was also member in all the well-recognized in-
ternational scientific organizations- Society for En-
docrinology, European Society for Endocrinology,
European Society for Paediatric Endocrinology,
ISE, and Endocrine Society.

As a researcher, she has authored more than 400
peer-reviewed original papers, chapter of books,
and edited numerous books. Her interest resided
